Additional Information:

This will be the second year of Gawsworth Carnival/Festival; in 2012 it is to be known as ‘The Great Gawsworth Gathering’. In the first year 2011 it was run in conjunction with the celebrations for Macclesfield 750th Anniversary of the charter in July and was run by the rotary club and also a group of villagers. The villagers are going to run it again in 2012 but without as much re-enactment entertainment, they are hoping it is going to be bigger & better than 2011, by having different things.

It is destined to be a fun filled weekend with lots going on and not far to walk as we will be sited in the field next the festival. There will be live music on the Friday night for the people that are already site. On Saturday sees the carnival/festival get under way. There will be a carnival procession through the village with floats, vintage vehicles, miniature steam engines etc; there will be activities, fun fair, trade stands etc on the field. The music will start at 2pm and continue through the day and into the night. Also on the Saturday night there will be a firework display. On the Sunday there will be a combined faith church service held on the site and then the festival will continue.

On site there will be toilets and they are hoping to have showers but these will be at an extra cost on the day. There will be a beer tent; also they are hoping that the local village community shop will be selling papers on site.

The Rally Fee includes entry to the event on Saturday & Sunday for all the occupants of the caravan and awning, (no pup tents to be erected unless in the space where the awning would normally be, if a pup tent is erected somewhere it shouldn’t be then you will be asked to take it down by the organisers) only one car will be allowed with each outfit. Any visitors to the rally will have to park in the public car park and will be charged the gate price on the day.

All this and you can also stay Sunday night at no extra cost, the event does not finish until 5pm on the Sunday, however  on the Sunday night there will be no security on site and they will start dismantling some of the site. If you stay Sunday night then you need to be off the site by 5pm on the Monday, there is a Public House (Harrington Arms) just across the road that serves food. Why not take the opportunity on the Monday to have a look around the village before going home, just up the road from the site is Gawsworth Church and Gawsworth Hall (in September the hall is only open on a Sunday from 2-5pm).
