CARAVAN HACKS 

1. Stabilise towing mirrors: 

Modern wing mirrors can be very odd shapes and strap-on towing mirrors often can't 

cope. But before you bin them, try crossing the straps over rather than having them 

parallel to each other like the instructions say - it might just be enough to keep them 

stable. 

2. Snappy spices

Going to France for your holidays 

 

With the Cheshire centre having 3 summer holiday rallies in France this year I 
thought it  might  be useful to pass on some advice, hints and tips I have learnt over 
the years.  

 

France has similar  traffic rules, as here I n the UK,  so remember just because you 
are on holiday the officers of the law in France wonôt  be. They, like us, have speed  
cameras, speed  limits, parking restrictions etc. and their  drinking  and  driving rules 
are  more stringent   than ours, so beware  when  having a drink     before popping to 
the supermarket etc. It is easy to forget and find yourself over the limit!  

 

The French also insist that you carry a warning triangle, spare bulbs, first aid kit, your 
driving licence, MOT, logbook, caravan ownership documents and insurance certifi-
cates.  

 

You are also expected to display a GB sticker on both the rear of your car and your 
caravan. If you have EU type number plates with the GB on them they are accepted. 

 

If you breakdown or stop on the motorway it is  an offence to exit your vehicle unless  
you are  wearing a Hi Viz Jacket.   

 

This applies to everyone in the  vehicle  so I  suggest  you  carry  one for  each  seat 
in the car  or motorhome and that the one for the driver is handy. He can then exit 
and get the rest from the boot or locker.  

 

For those who have not experienced the motorways in France take note. It is not the  
done  thing to travel in the outer lanes. These  are for overtaking only.   

 

You will find that you are expected to pull out close to the vehicle you wish to over-
take, indicate, complete the overtake, and then pull in. The French will be up behind 
you whilst you are doing this and will have their left hand indicator on, thus letting 
you know they wish to pass and are not just admiring your rear window sign.

The motorways carry tolls (Peage). How they work varies in two ways. Sometimes 
you will just see a sign that tells you that you are entering onto a toll road. You will 
not collect a ticket and will be charged at the exit toll a standard charge.  

 

The others you will collect a ticket at the beginning of the toll section and will pay at 
the end when you give up your ticket. Obviously the amount varies depending on 
how much of the road you have used and what vehicle you have. You will go into a 
different price bracket if you have a twin axel. 

 

Some sections of motorway are free of toll; these are usually around the cities. The 
toll ticket collection machines have sensors, which detect the height of your vehicle 
and dispense the ticket accordingly. So if you pull up and canôt see a ticket at car 
window height look up as it may think you are a lorry!! This will probably happen to 
the motor homes and anyone carrying bikes etc. on the roof of the car. 

 

When you have to pay at a booth, pick the ones with the attendant displayed above 
them unless you are confident at using and  automatic one. Avoid the ones that are 
for vehicles with electronic passes and some have height restrictions.

The slip roads on and off the motorway are sharper and shorter than in the UK so 
watch the speed when joining or leaving. 

 

Other quirks of the French roads are that you will see signs telling you where the 
motorway ends for example you may well see Bordeaux signed even though it is 
over 800km from where you are. 

 

Signs for service areas are very good and usually show what facilities are  available 
at the next two or three stations. The petrol and diesel prices appear on the side of 
the motorway also and show the costs for the next four or five services so you can 
compare prices and brands. 

 

Fuel prices are a little cheaper in France but I would advise that you cross the chan-
nel with at least half a tank, the fuel stations near the ports are busy, not the place to 
be with a caravan in tow. 
 

Fuel at motorway service stations like the UK tend to be expensive and not all ser-
vice areas (aires) have fuel. 

 

Not all motorways have tolls, the ones that have National roads running close by 
tend to carry tolls as there is an alternative route, those with no alternative route tend 
to be free. 
 

It is illegal to have a sat nav that warns you of speed cameras in France so make 
sure that function is disabled. 

 

New speed limits apply from 1
st
 July of 80 kph (50 MPH) on all two way roads. On 

motorways itôs 90kmp if towing. 

 

These are my personal recommendations and thoughts. It is always advisable to 
check before travelling. The CAMC website has useful information regarding driving 
overseas.
