Western Australia Adventure October 2018: by Malcolm Gale.

Irene and | attended the 3 week rally to Western Australia, and afterwards went
onto Sydney for a further week. The rally was very capably organised and run by
Rob and Jacqui Groom, ably assisted by Alan and Karen Bell, and for my Sins, | was

Before | go any further, commiserations to Norman and Eileen Walker who had to
very reluctantly cancel at the last minute due to Norman unfortunately breaking his
ankle. We all wish Norman a speedy recovery, and we hope to see you both on the
rally field soon.

This is an abridged account of the 3 week tour of Western Australia by 12 couples in
Motorhomes; 10 of which being members of Cheshire Centre, with 2 visiting
couples from West Surrey and from Nottingham. The full version is over 12,000
words and is also available on the web site. It is written as an ongoing daily log, the
content coming directly from comments and experiences from all the participating
ralliers. You can link to the full version however here is a taster in abridged form.

Blighty:

The alarm went off at 4-00am in Mickle Trafford Chester for Irene and |, and we
were in Manchester Airport for 6 -00am, where we met our fellow ralliers who were
easily spotted wearing their Cheshire Centre Australian Rally 2018, bright yellow
tee-shirts and green fleeces displaying their names.

There were actually two Cheshire centre first time ralliers, Pat and Geoff Manby, so
fair play you might as well start with a big one.

We all checked in, then promptly retired to the premier lounge for breakfast and a
read of todayds papers. Ful |l English was
sparklingwineat7 -0 0am, dondt frown itds just got
like beginning as you mean to carry on as they say for our 3 week adventure to
Perth Western Australia.

The flight to Abu Dhabi with Etihad Airway:

Perth Airport Western Australia:

We landed in Perth at 1 -00pm local time, and were met by smiling welcoming faces

at the other end from O6mine hostsd Rob and

showing us that we were in very organised and safe hands for the next 3 weeks. The
coach was waiting; we loaded up and were straight off to the Country Comfort
Hotel. The beauty of arriving at this time (1 -00pm OZ time) allows for a very
leisurely shower, refresh, chill out and change before you all meet formerly for Flag
and Dinner.



We came down to the bustle of a very enthusiastic crowd, some already knowing
each other as either relations or as good friends, but most did not. However all of
us being ready for anything, which is the whole purpose of rallying.

An informative Flag by Rob and Jacqui giving us an extremely detailed A4 file
they had clearly spent a serious amount of time to both research and to collate. It
gave us a superb day by day itinerary for the whole 3 weeks, with many options
to choose from whatever suits you. Full marks guys and thank -you very much.
We then had a relaxing night over a meal getting to know each other.

Next morning we picked up our motorhomes, checked over any dints or
scratches, and signed on the dotted line.

First port of call the local supermarket to stock up on food and drink, then to the

first site, 0Swan Valley Touri st Parkoé bei
for the first leg. We unpacked then met at 7 -00pm at the Campsite BBQ area for

further briefing and discussion. There is always a large communal BBQ area on

every campsite with covered seating and cooking areas, with large good quality

Itinerary for the rally and some of the organised trips and events:

Over the 3 week period we stayed at 12 different sites altogether covering an
average of some 3000km. Some sites were a one night stay to break the journey
to the next where we stayed for 3 days/nights. However, the maximum drive
between sites was never more than 3 to 3.5 hours, meaning you still had a chunk
of the actual travel day to stop off at the many towns and historic places on the
way, seeing naturally beautiful countryside and breath -taking scenery on the
journey.

In the evening of the last day in Bunbury, everyone went by coach to visit the
6South West Obser vat or which was doe df thehighlighis gftht s, &
the holiday.

It was 2 hours of quite fascinating and informative viewing of the Australian night
sky.

The observatory which is entirely run by
portable telescopes, and an indoor fixed 2

Using the portable telescopes outside, we viewed: -

Jupiter: wi th its c¢cloud bands and its 4 moons,
200 active volcanos.

The next being O6Europaé which has a | ot o
sustain life of some kind (but not as we know it Jim). It comprises an ocean which is

100km deep, with the top surface of circa 1 to 2m being completely frozen. The

next moon being O6Ganymeded, and the final
frozen ball of ice. In addition Jupiter has another 75 much smaller moons which are

basically not much more than rubble.

Saturn: with its 100,000km wide rings.
Venus and Mars: were both viewed by these portable telescopes too.

Through the |l arger indoor 206 scope, we COo
many light years from Earth and we viewed Star Clusters including the Butterfly
Cluster.



We were then given an extremely vivid digital presentation projected onto the
side of the building showing, the Milky Way, zooming in on many different Stars
within it in 3D with some quite vivid and amazing software and very detailed
commentary from our learned hosts, most impressive.

We finished off by |l ooking at the nearest
portable satellites, before we departed by coach back to the campsite. Many

ralliers commented how this was a truly fascinating experience and one of the
highlights of the holiday so far.

We departed Bunburyfor 6 The Bi g Valley Campsite in R
Ri v efor a 3 day stay.

On the way, the choices were Busselton town and jetty, Dunsborough, Meelup
Beach, Eagle Bay, Cape Naturalist Lighthouse, Yallingup and Gracetown, so there
were | ots to choose from 6en routed.

Whilst in Margaret River we had a fantastic 6Bushtucker
7 wi neries for 6degustationd as t he Fren
Ommmmmmmm chocol ate6 as Homer Simpson woul
brewery.

During t he tour, we had a fabul ous 6bus
Crocodile, Emu, Beef and Chicken, lots of different salads, and several fruits

tasting right across the spectrum from bitter to sweet. We finished off with a

detour to see many Kangaroo in their natural environment, superb.

At different stages of this stay we all visiting Busselton jetty which is the longest
jetty in the Southern Hemisphere at 1.8km long. It was originally used to ship and
receive cargo for Western Australia but fell into disrepute. The government

actually made a grant available to demolish the jetty; however the townspeople of

Rosa Glen formed an action group to keep the jetty and indeed won the support of
the government by actually receiving the grant initially set aside to demolish it.

This was used to carry out vital maintenance work and initially save the jetty.
However, ongoing there is a requirement for around $1.25M yearly just for the
upkeep the jetty, so further funds had to be raised locally. The railway was
restored, and subsequently an underwater observatory was created at the end of
the jetty to observe the marine life. Collectively, the proceeds of both the railway
and the observatory now cover the ongoing maintenance. The observatory has 5
different levels with viewing windows over
its 8.0m depth where you can view Coral, |
Crabs, Barnacles, and many different fish
species, and take both stills and video of
this beautiful marine life.




Next day we al/l headed f or fora8 nightysis
with the choice of Hamlyn Bay, Augusta, Cape Leeuwin Lighthouse,
Alexander Bridge and many more on the way.

tramway takes you through the forest where you can awe at these great giant
trees that can grow up to 75m in height.

N.B. By now we are some 15/16 days into this great holiday. Please appreciate
that whilst being the designated scribe, the full version of my report; includes
specific accounts each day from all of the ralliers, to ensure who ever reads it
gets a truly broad brush account of the rally from all participants own
Individual tastes and experiences and not just those of Irene and myself.
